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(3£) The course aims to acquaint students with some fundamental myths
and background knowledge of the classical world. More attention is paid to
the visualizations of Greco—Roman myths and the early western civilization,
with an emphasis on similar motifs or figures, mythic allusions, and the
intellectual or religious aspects. The course is also designed to provide an
opportunity to look at Homer's and Greek playwrights' ways of representing
myths. A combination of lecture/ discussion/ presentation serves as the
major format of the class.
