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The main purpose of this course is to help students to understand the
development of Macroeconomics and the relationships among the economic
variables, such as the national incomes, prices, unemployment, economy
growth, and exchange rate, Moreover, the policy effectiveness of the
macroeconomic policy, monetary and fiscal policies are important issues in
this course.
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
