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The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the difference
between the traditional economy and the economics of network industries.

Because of the revolution of the network industries, the external effect of
increasing product value and utility is triggered. This effect is further
subdivided into the physical network economy and the virtual network
economy.

This class will discuss the main axis of the virtual network economy and
analyze the utility/value of the transaction value of the network economy.
