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This course is designed to develop the ability to appreciate and interpret
classical works of Chinese culture through reading them. Through basic
philosophical training, we will clarify the context and acquire the value and
meaning, and thus fully grasp the spirit of humanistic concern,

The course is divided into three units: Unit 1: The Literature of Affection
and Love; Unit 2: Writing Women and Women's Writing. Unit 3: Food and
Travel Literature. This course focuses on the first and third modules.
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
