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Besides of appreciating important Spanish works from ancient times to the
present, and introducing their authors, in this course we will supplement
texts from different periods, as well as relevant historical and cultural
background knowledge. In addition, in order to make the students more
inspired by the works, movies related to the topics discussed in the class
will be played, while comparing the the movies to the texts, critical
thinking questions will be proposed. This course will offer a deep
understanding of Spanish-speaking countries' literature and culture from a
macro perspective,
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
