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This course provides an introduction to International Politics and important
global issues. The aim of this course is to equip students with basic
knowledge of school of thoughts in international relations, by which they
can use to understand important current events in global politics. Students
who attend this course will expect to have a foundational understanding of
international politics and employ theories for analyzing contemporary global
problems,
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
