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This course intends to investigate the inter-relationship between philosophy
and literature, It, however, refers neither to the impact of philosophy on
literature, nor to the literary or metaphorical expression in philosophical
discourses. As Derrida claims, “metaphysics has erased within itself the
fabulous scene that has produced it, the scene that nevertheless remains
active and stirring."Our objective is therefore to scrutinize the singular way
in which literature exposes something active and yet disturbing,
