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Since the industrialization and globalization, the role of women in the family,
society and the state has been greatly improved, and has become a notable
academic research issues. The purpose of this course is to (1) explore the
contribution of women to the development of modern history in the West;
(2) to expand the students' historical vision and speculative ability through
the discussion of modern Western women's history. The content of the
course is based on the introduction of modern women in the West,
supplemented by discussions on modern women's issues.
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
