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This course provides the basic knowledge and skills in the art and science
of visual communication for students. The field of Graphic design combines
the human factor and technology with aesthetics in the production of type
graphics, signage, publications, identity systems, packaging, film graphics,
posters, computer interface design, and other forms of communication,
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
