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This course provides students with an introduction to cultural anthropology,
a discipline which seeks to understand how people in different cultural
contexts comprehend the world they inhabit and organise society. After
presenting the origin and the specific methodology of cultural anthropology,
we will explore the main topics constitutive of this discipline through
concrete examples taken from ethnographies, providing students with the
tools and concepts to look at a culturally diverse world in a new

perspective so as to better analyse and understand it.
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
