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The goal of this course is to introduce the fundamentals of international
currency and finance, and determinants of foreign exchange rate, The
contents are the balance of payments, foreign exchange market, exchange
rate and macroeconomics, international monetary systems, financial
globalization, and optimum currency. Students can realize the changes in
international economic situation and the issues of international
macroeconomic policy.
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
