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This course provides the student with a solid grounding in theory and
teaches the student to understand how the public sector interacts with the
rest of the economy, why governments act in the way they do, enabling
them to evaluate policies and their alternatives,
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1. Learning the basic economic theo— ries and
analytic tools of the public sector,
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2. Learning the basic concepts and essential terms of
public economics,
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3. Knowing how to apply the public— sector
economic theories to practical events,
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4. Realizing that public benefit goes beyond private
benefit sometimes, and to value the common
interests of group beyond all things,
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5. Learning and studying actively, automatically and
to think with public—sector economic logic,
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
