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This course covers the political and economic aspects of the Tang—Song
transition,
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1. Gain an understanding of
the basic economic and
political developments of the

Tang—-Song period.
2. Learn about the associated
social changes of this era.
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Provide students with an
understanding of China's
world economic and
technological leadership
during the Song Dynasty.
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
