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“What is the relationship between the evolution of Western history and its
historic figures as well as what kinds of influences that historic figures
made on Western historical development?”——-These are the main questions
that our course will try to answer. Through reading all the assigned texts
and stories of historic figures, students will be expected to explore the
historical and cultural contexts of the western history and cultivate their
independent and critical thinking ability.
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
