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The first part of the course will look at the patterns of economic change,.
The second part will explore the processes behind economic globalization,
The third part will look at government policy interaction with economic
globalization, The last part will consider some of the debates that
globalization brings up.
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1. Students will be able to summarize concepts
covered in the following topics about economic
globalization: definition, causes, historical
development, characteristics, effects and the current

trends,
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2. Students will be able to interpret in—depth issues
under economic globalization such as: the
development opportunities for different countries, the
impacts for developing countries, issues of
unemployment and disparities, FDI under global trade
liberalization and regional economic integration, the
China's reforms and economic relation between China

and Taiwan.
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3. Students will be able to apply the concepts of
economic globalization to analyze how to face the

trends of

globalization, the development of

economic relation between China and Taiwan, as
well as the implications and future development of

Ta1wan S economy.,
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
