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Japan's political institutions in the post-war era adopt the framework of
parliamentary representative democracy, which separates powers among
legislative, executive, and judicial branches. This course analyses the
evolution of Japan's political institutions from the past to the present,
putting it in a context where a variety of elements such as the parliament,
cabinet, prime minister, statesman, bureaucracy, political party, electoral
system and policy process have come to contribute to political change.
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
