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Information organization (IO) is a discipline describing the carrier and
aboutness of an information object. By logically creating the records about
information objects, IO helps users find, identify, select, and acquire the
information objects. In the first semester, we focus on descriptive cataloging,
including the current development of the rules and concepts. By
accomplishing this course, students can realize the purpose of IO and
understand how to manage surrogate/representation.
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
