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This course will lead students to comprehend the history of the Renaissance
by introducing and explaining crucial events from about 1350 to 1550 in
Europe. The course will begin from the discussion on the division between
the medieval period and the emergence of modern Europe. Not just Leonardo
da Vinci, Michelangelo, Raphael, several figures and artists of the
Renaissance will be discussed as well. Other related topics will also be
discussed, including the Reformation, and the politics and culture of
contemporary Europe, and the Scientific Revolution.
