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The Exploration for Sustaianability program aims to develop students to
"become exploratory and sustainable actors" and to develop two core
literacies . Exploration literacy and Sustainability Literacy. Exploration literacy
cultivates courage and risk assessment skills, and uses the four steps of
design thinking to produce a preliminary and feasible action plan. For
Sustaniability literacy, we will use our professional knowledge to respond to
the new normal, recognize the value of social inclusion, and become a
