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The publishing industry faces many difficulties and opportunities in the
process of digital transformation, and book publishing has always been the
most specific indicator of publishing and communication activities; it is also
a symbol of a country's soft power. This course provides and guides
students to understand the current situation and changes of the cultural
industry based on the observation of publishing activities and industry
trends in Taiwan,
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The aim of the course is to give students sufficient
appreciation of the background and to examine the
relationship between publishers, booksellers and
libraries at a time of rapid change. Attention will
also be given to the impact of electronic database
publishing, and to the social and economic context
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
