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This course is expected to enable students to establish the theoretical
concept of entrepreneurship, the way of creative thinking of
entrepreneurship, the observation and analysis of market demand
opportunities, and potential problems and countermeasures and risk
assessment through classroom teaching. It is supplemented by business case
analysis, expounding the relationship between some economic theories and
business practice, in order to help students understand the combination of
theoretical and practical aspects.
