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This course attempts to be a “rare” venue for a collective appreciation of
the beauty of essays as a genre in contemporary literary writing in English,
Rather than the usual staple reading of short fictions, novels, poetry, or
drama, as in various other literary courses with similar titles, the focus of
our interest in this particular course will fall exclusively on the writings of
non-fictional personal/lyrical/meditative essays.
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
