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The course mainly introduces and guides the core classics of several
religions in the world. It cuts into the classics from the perspective of each
religion's theology, thereby helping students understand the value,
significance and impact of religion on human spiritual life, and further
cultivates students' reading. Sensitivity of text and etymology of religious
classics to establish the correctness of religious classics.
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
