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The discussion of Chinese literature and history by Chinese scholars in
Kyoto can be explored from two aspects: 'literary leap' and "historical
breakthrough'. The so-called 'literary leap" refers to the retrospect and
prospect of Japanese literature research from the Meiji period to the early
Showa period. Weighing the appreciation of Chinese literature from the
Chinese calendar, although Japan is not as good as China, the framework of
literary theory transcends national boundaries, Modern Chinese literature
researchers can also devote themselves to the proposal of Chinese literature
theory.
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
