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This course introduce ethics, from three different aspects, normative, applied
(prescriptive), and descriptive to figure out what the true meaning of ethics
is.

Then the social responsibility of businesses can be discussed according to
their social role using the ethics judgment, Though the discussion, hopefully,
the minimal responsibility of business can be established, and can be used
as a baseline for judgment of moral action of a business.
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
