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This course will introduce to the students origin and legacy of a specific
period or form of historical thought and thereby provide a concise summary
of often diverse historical texts or historiographical traditions, When and
where did a particular style or method of historical thought appear and
what were its most distinctive traits? What were its guiding assumptions
and what impact did this kind of history have on historical conceptions of
human events or human societies?
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
