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The objective of this course is to enhance students’ overall English skills
and to promote students understanding of and respect for multiple cultures
so that they can develop a global perspective, Students will acquire
knowledge in linguistics, pragmatics, and rhetoric while reading extensively
in class. Students also will develop sKills of collecting and analyzing ideas
generated out of different disciplines and areas of scholarly inquiry.

Students who do “not att’gnd class after gaining approval for leave are
viewed as being absent from class, Those who do not attend class and
have not applied for leav"‘e or have” not yet had their leave application
approved are viewed as truanting class. Regulations related to class
absence and class truancy are outlined below:
1. One hour of’ truancy is equivalent to two hours of absence from class,
2. If a student's class absence reaches one—third of the total class hours (in
a semester) for a particular course, the course instructor will notify the
Office of Academic Affairs, and the student will not be allowed to take part
in the remaining course examinations and will receive a semester grade (for
that course) of zero.
3. Those who, due to pregnancy, childbirth, or the rearing of a child three
years of age or younger, are absent for one—third of the total hours of one
course or all courses taken in
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
