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This course comprises: why management information system, business
processes, information systems and information, organizational strategy,
information systems and competitive advantage, database processing and
business intelligence systems. In addition to network management theory,
practical examples as well as business intelligence systems will be also be
presented in this course in order to assist students in building up their
ability of information technology application.
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
