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This course will introduce the Relational Database concepts: ER models,
normalization, transaction processing, concurrent control and recovery, etc.
The students will learn how to design databases following the third normal
form for database design. The concepts are reinforced with practical
problems in creating tables, defining fields and creating relationships. The
student will also

learn how to use SQL to implement database. In addition, the principles and
concepts of NoSQL databases which frequently used in big data analysis will
be introduced.
