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The course is designed to non—history major freshmen. It focus on the
history of “The formation of Modern China”, and uses three topics and three
historical figures as the axis of observation to analyze their historical
background, regular sense, social basis and connection with the world
situation, Furthermore, the course may aim to explore the context long-term
historical trend for the transformation of late imperial China from early
modern to modern periods. By doing so, the course will expand student’s
understanding on the humanities and historical thinking'’s.
