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This course examines the concept and infrastructure of database management
systems, to enable students how to build a database system should have the
knowledge and methods, training the SQL data model and established
application capabilities, To develop students' database application ability by
implementation, In addition to the relational database, it also introduces the
NoSQL database, and students will understand the characteristics and usage

scenarios of NoSQL databases through practical operations.
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
