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This course looks at comprehensive knowledge of global logistics

management, Discuss basic concepts, methodologies, systematic analysis and
strategic planning issues of global supply chain logistics management. Many
issues about global supply chain, international logistics, global transportation

planning, intermodalism, integrated logistics, advanced information
technologies and future development are also discussed. This course focuses

on both academic research basis and practical case study.
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
