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Social Science Research Methods I is a basic course designed for
postgraduate students in the quantitative research methods of social sciences.
It will systematically introduce the rationale, process and methods of
quantitative—oriented research on humanistic and social phenomena, The
main focus of this course is to introduce and discuss knowledge paradigms,
problem definition, research design, data collection, analysis methods and
interpretation of results in quantitative social science research.
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
