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Latin America is rich in agricultural, mining and energy resources, The US
and European countries were originally the main sources of foreign
investment and export markets for Latin American countres, However, with
the growth of China's economic strength and demand for resources, the
importance of Chinese funds and markets has rapidly increased. Thus
changing the geopolitical competition situation in Latin America, This course
aims to discuss the role of "resources" in Latin American geopolitics and the
