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The course studies international organizations in history, theory and practice,
in particular the role of the United Nations (UN) in international security.
We will discuss significant issues such as the failed experiment of the
League of Nations, UN system of collective security, the principles and
structure of the UN, UN activities in the areas of peaceful settlement of
disputes, UN roles in disarmaments and arms control, and the assessment of
UN peacekeep operations (UNPKO).
