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For the purpose of stimulating the revival and prosperity of the real estate
industry, the Urban Renewal Act intentionally and overwhelmingly
misinterpreted housing rebuilt as public interest. As a result, the private
sector was empowered to borrow public authority to intervene in the
constitutional right of the arrangement on private property. This seminar
