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Images have replaced words and become an important narrative text,

Regardless of the content and form of moving images or single images, they
will have completely different meanings under different arrangements and
combinations; each photo is like a square character, which can be arranged,
reorganized, inherited, transferred, and blended, and exercise a sense of
belonging. Visual texts further create visual articles.
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
