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This course deals with anthropological filed methods. Anthropological
fieldwork is a major way for anthropologists to collect the data from the
filed But today, anthropological field methods are not only used by
anthropologists, but also for researchers who want to collect data from their
daily lives. This course introduce the methods of observation, interviews and
other filed techniques for fieldwork, The participants can through this
course systemically learn how to get access to a field and practice diverse
ways to get qualitative datas as well as to evaluate the filed methods,
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
