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Students taken this course can understand the data structure and designing
logic in the developed programs or software. The students will learn the
definition of Algorithm, the concept of Time and Space complexities, data
structure of Array, Linked list, Tree, Graph, the algorithm design in sorting
and searching, hashing functions, etc,
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
