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The goal of the course is to train students to become 'exploratory and
sustainable actors'. Through curriculum design, two core literacy are
cultivated: exploratory literacy and sustainable literacy. Exploring literacy,
using design thinking to produce a preliminary feasible action plan. In
termsof sustainable literacy, use of essional knowledge to respond to the
new normal, recognize the value of social inclusion, and become a
sustainable citizen.
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
