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This course is designed to teach students how to read an English news
article in an effective and critical manner through a detailed analysis of its
content and perspective, At the end of this course, students are expected to
be more able to read an English newspaper on their own, broaden their
international horizons, and strengthen their competitiveness in taking a test
for advanced study or job application in the future.
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
