The three countries
have different historical development processes, so the cultural appearances
presented are also different., Poland is a devout Catholic country and also a
corridor between East and West Europe with a very inclusive cultural
tradition. The Czech Republic (Bohemia) was once an elector of the Holy
Roman Empire, while Hungary was deeply influenced by the
