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This is an one year long course aiming to introduce basic theories of
constitutional law, In the first semester, we will focus on certain crucial
ideas of fundamental rights, including right to life, personal liberty, free
speech, economic freedom (living, working, property), and principle of
equality. We will in principle discuss real cases happened in Taiwan and
some foreign cases as supplements, Each student taking this course is

obliged to participate in group presentation once per semester,
