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This course aims to guide students to learn the theory of community
development and governance practices, According to the recent United
Nations' promoting the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), most of the
goals can be practiced in local communities, so this course intends to
introduce social responsibility perspectives and discuss community
governance, How the government, people, NGOs (including universities), and
enterprises can achieve SDGs and fulfill their social responsibilities will be
discussed. Students are required to visit the assigned community to design a
development program.
