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Under the impacts of the Sino—US trade war and post—Covid—-19, global
protectionism is rising again. Therefore, this course aims to reflect the
effects of globalization and anti—globalization through major international
economic and trade events in recent years. From the rise of globalization
and liberalism to the emergence of anti—globalization waves, the ultimate
purpose of this course is to guide students to reckon with the role of
Taiwan in the process of globalization through the introduction of various
recent events affecting economic globalization.
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
