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This course discusses the connotation and importance of national awareness,
national defense and national defense education, and explains the relationship
between national defense and economic, cultural, psychological, and security
situations, It also introduces military etiquette, security service, military
discipline, military law, and patriotic education, so that students can
recognize the professional ability and spiritual combat power of the national
army, cultivate patriotism and then support national defense,
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as well as military weapons of curiosity and interest,
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
