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Health informatics, it has become a necessary professional skill for
health-related workers, This course will not only introduce health
information systems, but also include case studies and practical experience
from legislators, administrators, researchers, medical staff, and clinicians in
remote areas. Finally, it expands to the biotechnology field of genetics and
genetics, and uses the positioning and role of information technology in the
future health care system.
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
