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This seminar addresses how the U.S. uses its legal power in international
politics. These uses have other terms like the long arm of the law,
extraterritoriality, or law fare, The first part of the seminar is a general
overview of U.S. applications of its domestic laws in international scene. The
second part consists of studies along substantive policy areas, e.g. trade
secrets, cross—border data transfers, secondary sanctions (especially in
banking), securities, patents, and climate change. Should time allow, we will
