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CHINESE CHARACTER AND CULTURE
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This course belongs to the teaching of Chinese characters as a second /
foreign language. The teaching language is mainly Chinese. It is suitable for
learners with an intermediate or above in Mandarin, The course will explore
the relationship between Chinese character structure, semantics and culture
by introducing the historical evolution of Chinese characters and the
creativity of component configurations, It will be taught through cultural
themes, aiming to enhance students' ability to recognize the form,

pronunciation, and meaning of Chinese characters.
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This course is designed for students of Intermediate Level One (or above).
They should have taken Chinese classes for more than 480 hours in Taiwan
or be capable of more than 1500 Chinese vocabulary., Students who pass
TOCFL Band B Level 3 or HSK level 5 can also take this course,
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
