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The course is conducted through physical teaching and simultaneous tablet
teaching, and uses "Times Chinese" 2 as the main teaching material. The
teacher selects important midterm students to read the course. The course
focuses on students' listening and speaking related abilities, and adopts
interactive teaching, Students It requires repeated practice in class, and
requires preview and review courses, so that the Chinese proficiency can
reach the A2~B1 level, and students can form sentences from new words, so
that students can apply it in class or life,
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
